On 23 January 2020 the pilot took off from FAKM Runway 28 on a scheduled flight to
FAOR. During take-off at Vr (rotation) speed, the pilot noticed a medium sized bird on
the centerline at about 30-50 meters in front of the aircraft. The bird jumped and
started to fly to the right of the aircraft. The bird impacted with the number 2 engine
and immediately high abnormal vibrations were felt as well as a loss of thrust and
banging noises were eminent.
